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DEBORAH TURBITT MEMORIAL PRIZE
1.    ESTABLISHMENT

1.1   Foundation

The FPH Deborah Turbitt Memorial Prize recognises a public health registrar who has demonstrated excellence in health protection leadership and management by collaborating with local and national partners to successfully investigate a health protection incident and protect the public from health hazards.  This award has been established by Yvonne Doyle, Medical Director for Public Health in NHSE.

1.2   Funding
The endowment for the award will be held in a fund to be known as the ‘Deborah Turbitt Memorial Fund’ from which income will be used to provide the following:

· a monetary award

· a certificate

2.    REGULATIONS
2.1   Eligibility
Entries are open to any public health specialty registrar member of the Faculty of Public Health.
2.2   Nominations
Nominations for this award can only be made by an accredited educational supervisor or training programme director who has evidence of the necessary criteria for the award.  Nominations must be submitted using the attached nomination form and sent to membership@fph.org.uk
2.3   Frequency of award
Annually – for four years - beginning in 2023, funds permitting

2.4   Closing date
February each year.
2.5   Adjudication
Nominations will be adjudicated by a panel comprising the following members:

· Yvonne Doyle 

· One member of FPH Senior Management Team

· Two members of FPH Board (to include at least one senior FPH Officer)

· One member of the FPH Health Protection Committee 

2.6   Criteria for award

There should be evidence of leadership and management during a response to an acute health protection incident.  This could include managing key relationships with stakeholders, stepping up into a leadership role or dealing directly with public interest groups and community members. 

Successful nominees will be recognised for their significant contribution to health protection, their ability to actively manage an incident while using innovative techniques to protect population health and their contribution to evidence-based practice.  

In the absence of nominations of sufficient merit, the adjudication committee may decide that no prize will be awarded, and the funds carried over for future years.

2.7   Presentation

The prize will consist of an FPH certificate and a financial award and will be presented on the occasion of the Faculty’s annual awards ceremony.

2.8   Announcement

The decision of the adjudication committee will be reported to the Board and announced at the FPH annual awards ceremony.
