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Bazalgette Professorship – Champion of Evidence Award
1.   ESTABLISHMENT
1.1  Foundation

The Faculty of Public Health established the Bazalgette Professorship in recognition of the public good that results from the translation of public health research into services, infrastructure and the environment.  This honorary appointment commemorates and seeks to maintain the tradition of Joseph Bazalgette, chief engineer to London's metropolitan board of works in the mid-19th century who, through his design of an efficient sewage system, did much to eradicate cholera across the city.  Importantly, throughout this work, Bazalgette continued to train young civil engineers and provide independent advice to other British towns and cities - as well as places as far apart as Budapest and Port Louis, Mauritius.
In the same tradition, recipients of this FPH honour will be scholars who, especially as team leaders, have translated research to the benefit of UK population health.

1.2  Funding
The award will be initially funded by the Alliance for Useful Evidence (£4k), after which the level of funding and viability of retaining the award in perpetuity will be reviewed. 
2.   REGULATIONS
2.1  Conditions

The Faculty will appoint not more than one Bazalgette professor every two years during which time the holder will hold the honorary title of professor.  Appointments will be for one year on an honorary basis, except for reimbursement of travel and subsistence expenses incurred by the appointee in order to deliver the biennial FPH Bazalgette lecture. 
2.2  Eligibility
The award is open to all FPH Fellows in good standing. 
2.3  Application
FPH Fellows who wish to be considered for a Bazalgette Professorship should submit their CV and a summary (maximum 1,000 words) of their work to translate their research and its impact 
on public health practice and/or policy.  A list of publications should be included together with evidence of research impact.  Applications must be submitted using the application form attached and sent to membership@fph.org.uk by the closing date.
2.4  Frequency of award
Every two years, funds permitting.
2.5  Closing date
February every two years (see FPH website for deadline for applications in any year). 
2.6  Adjudication
Nominations will be assessed by an adjudication panel, comprising a minimum of two members of the FPH Executive Committee plus any other relevant members. 
2.7  Criteria for award

Appointees will be FPH Fellows in good standing who have made a major contribution to public health practice and/or policy through the translation of research in the UK.  Since research translation involves collaboration, appointees will have built and sustained translation teams.  These teams might include, but would not be limited to, NHS, civil service or local government  colleagues. 

Appointees will normally hold substantive lecturer, senior lecturer, reader or chair appointments in UK universities.
In the absence of applications of sufficient merit, the adjudication committee may decide that no prize will be awarded in that year.
2.8  Presentation

The award will consist of the ‘Bazalgette Professorship – Champion of Evidence’ and a certificate shall be awarded on the occasion of the Faculty’s annual awards ceremony.

2.9  Announcement

The decision of the adjudication committee will be reported to the FPH Board and announced at the annual awards ceremony.

The award will be announced through the Faculty’s social media channels, including its monthly ebulletin.

2.10  Duties of award holder
Appointees will be expected to deliver the Faculty’s biennial Bazalgette lecture and write this up for the Journal of Public Health prior to or shortly after delivery of the lecture.  The manuscript will be subject to the normal process of peer review and published at the discretion of the JPH editors.  
2.11  Impact
The FPH and the Alliance for Useful Evidence will work to publicise the award of the chair in an open access source, beyond a peer review journal publication, for example:
· Through a short paper on the content of the lecture for policy and practice, open access
· Each committing to produce a blog post, case study or podcast on the award and impact on policy/practice
